INTRODUCTION 

Background and Scope 

Included is writing, whether published or not, based on NORC intramural studies and research programs, written by NORC 
staff, from 1941 to about mid-I991. Also included is writing by NORC staff closely related to current research interests 
but not necessarily related to specific projects. 

Not included is writing based on NORC extramural contract research, unless it is written by NORC staff or has to do with 
the conduct of the study (for example, comparisons of house effects; descriptions of field work and sampling, or of 
particular aspects of survey methodology). 

This fifty year cumulation of the NORC bibliography supersedes all previous editions of the Bibliography ofpublications 
including the original edition by Charles E. Mack covering 1941 to 1960 and the various supplements, the last of which 
covered 1961 to 1982. 

Project Information 

This is a bibliography and as such does not provide a great deal of information about the projects that form the basis for 
much of the work included. However, information about projects through about mid-1964 can be found in the following: 

Allswang, John M. and Bova, Patrick: NORC Social Research. 1941-1964: An inventory of studies and 
publications in social research.

For the period 1981 to the end of 1986 project descriptions can be found in the following:

1987. 

The INDEX BY PROJECT section of this bibliography provides descriptive titles of projects and also provides references 
to project descriptions in NORC Social Research. 1941-1964 and to Report 1983-84 and Report 1985-1986 (Report 1981­
1982 describes projects but does not list them separately). The Introduction to the INDEX BY PROJECT provides further 
information. 

Organization of the Bibliography 

The bibliography is made up of a list of publications arranged alphabetically by author (AUTHOR SECTION), each 
assigned a record number, a list of publications that have appeared in a numbered series (PUBLICATIONS IN SERIES), 
and three sections that provide access to the AUTHOR SECTION by record number: the AUTHOR INDEX, the INDEX 
BY PROJECT and the GENERAL INDEX. 

AUTHOR SECTION: Publications are arranged alphabetically by author(s) last name, then alphabetically by title. Each 
entry is assigned a record number. A bracketed note appears at the end of most entries and includes the study 
number, paging if not given in the entry, availability information and other notes about the item. 

PUBLICATIONS IN SERIES: Lists of NORC publications that have appeared in a numbered series are arranged 
alphabetically by series title and then by series number within each series. For each series a brief inttoduction is 
provided, with indication of availability for more recent materials. 
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AUTHOR INDEX: All authors are listed here to provide access to other than first authors; to help users detennine fonn 
of authors' names that have been standardized; and also to ascertain alphabetic position of authors (eg: 0'. Ma, 
Mac, Me). 

INDEX BY PROJECT: Provides a listing, by project number, of all projects that fonn the basis for the works included in 
the bibliography, and for each project, a listing of the record numbers of entries in the AUTHOR SECTION that 
are based on the project This is not a complete list of NORC projects since most extramural contract research is 
excluded. Some intramural projects for which writing has not been identified are also not included. The 
GENERAL INDEX provides subject, sponsor and other access to this index. A more complete introduction 
appears at the beginning of the section. 

GENERAL INDEX: This is an index designed to provide subject, keyword, sponsor and selected tide access to the 
INDEX BY PROJECT and also generally to the AUTHOR SECTION for writing not based on a particular 
project. A more complete introduction is provided at the beginning of the section. 

A Note on Access to the Author Section 

Since the vast majority of writing at NORC is based on specific projects, a project approach to access is emphasized in this 
bibliography_ We felt it important for the user to be able to survey all writing in the bibliography that is based on any 
particular project. 

The INDEX BY PROJECT is the device that leads the user to all writing based on a particular project. If the number of 
the project of interest is known, one locates that project by its number and then consults the record numbers listed after the 
project title. The result is access to all entries related to the project. 

If the project number is not known, the GENERAL INDEX is available to lead users to relevant projects by subject, 
keyword, sponsor and selected tides. 

Some writing is not, however, based on a particular project. Access to such writing is also available through the 
GENERAL INDEX, which lists record numbers of entries in the AUTHOR SECTION that are not based on a particular 
project. In some cases, entries that are based on a project but that would not be immediately identifiable as such are also 
indexed in this fashion. 

For the most complete coverage, then, the user should take both approaches. That is, the user should consult the 
GENERAL INDEX first, note the projects listed at the index tenns of interest, and also note the record numbers listed. 
Then the user should consult the INDEX BY PROJECT in order to identify the record numbers of entries that are based 
on the projects. 

Availability of Publications 

The Sheats1ey library attempts to make all publications available, whether by purchase, by lending, or by copying. 

If an item is available from the Sheatsley Library by purchase, such is indicated in the bracketed note to the entry. 

Much of what is readily available appears in recent numbered series such as the ERC/NORC Discussion Papers, the 
PRC/NORC Discussion Papers, and the like. Information on availability is provided in the introductions to these series in 
the PUBLICATIONS IN SERIES section. 

Many items are available in local libraries, but failing that (especially for unpublished works), are available on loan from 
the Sheatsley Library. 

If in doubt as to availability, please inquire of the Sheatsley Library.
